The Federal State Autonomous Educational Institution of Higher Professional Education "Volgograd State University" (VolSU), hereinafter referred to as the "Licensee", represented by Sergey Sidorov, Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs, acting under the Power of Attorney no. 2014-39 of April 1, 2014, on the one part, and 
the Author, hereinafter referred to as the "Licensor", on the other part, also referred to as "Party/Parties", have concluded the present Agreement (hereinafter "Agreement") for the following:
1. Subject of the Agreement
1.1. Upon execution of the present Agreement the Licensor grants to the Licensee the right to publish _______________________________________________________________________________,
(title of article)

hereinafter referred to as the "Work", in SCIENCE JOURNAL OF VOLGOGRAD STATE UNIVERSITY. Global Economic System no. ___ 201__ , (hereinafter “Journal”) on the basis of non-exclusive license within the scope specified by the present Agreement and for an indefinite term.

1.2. The published Work will be in open access and available to users free of charge. The open access authorizes users to read, download, copy, distribute and print the full text of the Work published in the Journal without preliminary permission from the Licensor and the Licensee.
1.3. The Licensor warrants that he/she owns exclusive copyrights to the Work granted to the Licensee upon execution of the present Agreement.
2. Rights and Liabilities 
2.1. The Licensor authorizes the Licensee for the following rights:
2.1.1. The right to reproduce the Work (including, but not limited to publishing, releasing, duplicating, circulating and other forms of the Work distribution) under the present Agreement, provided that each copy of the Work retains the name of the Author;

2.1.2. The right to distribute the Work in any manner;

2.1.3. The right to insert the Work or its parts into a composite work;

2.1.4. The right to public use;

2.1.5. The right to use metadata (title, name of the Author (copyright holder), abstracts, references etc.) of the Work by distribution, processing and systematization, including, but not limited to submission into indexing and archiving databases and digital systems;
2.1.6. The right to authorize third parties to complete or partial sublicense on the rights specified by the present Agreement without any royalties for the Licensor;
2.1.7. The right to archive the published Work on terms of open access without time limits.
2.2. Upon the execution of the present Agreement the Licensor authorizes the Licensee to the specified rights on the basis of non-exclusive license.

2.3. The effective date of the Act of the Work transfer and acceptance is considered the date of authorizing the Licensee to the specified rights.

2.4. The Licensee shall observe the copyrights and the rights of the Licensor provided herein in compliance with the acting legislation, including, but not limited to protection of these rights and making all possible efforts to prevent their violation by third parties.

2.5. The rights of the Licensee specified in section 2.1 of the present Agreement remain in force regardless of geographic scope.
2.6. The Licensor authorizes the Licensee to archive and process the following personally identifiable information without time limits:

· full name;

· education;
· affiliation and function;

· contact e-mail;

· academic degree and title.

Personal data are provided by the Licensor for its further storage and processing in different databases and information systems, inclusion into analytic and statistic recordings, establishing relevant connections of academic, literary and art works with personal data.
The Licensee has the right to transfer the data specified herein for storage and processing to third parties without prior notification to the Licensor.
Withdrawal of consent to the storage and processing of personal data is carried out by the Licensor by sending written notice to Licensee.
2.7. The Licensor has the right to require the Licensee to provide a report on the use of the Work. The reports shall be submitted within 30 days since the receipt of a written request by the Licensee.
3. Liability of the Parties
3.1. The Licensor and the Licensee incur property and other legal responsibilities in accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation for any failure to perform their obligations under the present Agreement.
3.2. Party improperly performed or failed to perform its obligations hereunder, shall compensate the losses incurred by the other Party, including lost profits.
4. Confidentiality
4.1. Each party takes upon the obligations of confidentiality and non-disclosure of the provisions of the present Agreement and supplemental agreements.

5. Force Majeure
5.1. The Parties are released from responsibility for partial or complete non-fulfillment of their liabilities under the present Agreement, if this non-fulfillment was caused by the circumstances of Force Majeure, namely, earthquake, flood, fire, hurricane, that could not have been prevented by any reasonable foresight.
5.2. In the circumstances specified in section 5.1 of the present Agreement, each party shall promptly notify of them in writing to the other party. The notice must include information on the nature of the circumstances, as well as official documents certifying the existence of such circumstances and, if possible, give an assessment of their impact on the possibility of the parties fulfilling their obligations under the present Agreement.

5.3. If a party fails to send or not timely send the notice referred to in section 5.2 of the present Agreement, it shall compensate losses to the other party.
5.4. If the circumstances listed in section 5.1 of the present Agreement, and their effects continue for more than two months, the parties shall hold additional negotiations to find acceptable alternative ways of fulfilling the present Agreement.
The certificate issued by the Chamber of Commerce, is sufficient proof of force majeure circumstances.
6. Settlement of Disputes
6.1. Disagreements and disputes under the present Agreement shall be settled by the Parties by means of complaint procedure. The complaints shall be reviewed within 30 days. In case of failure to settle the disputes, they shall be referred to Arbitration of the Volgograd region in accordance with the acting legislation of the Russian Federation.
7. Termination or Modification of the Agreement
7.1. The present Agreement may be terminated by agreement of the parties, as well as at the request of either party upon 15 days’ notice to the other party.
7.2. Modifications and supplements to the present Agreement are only possible through additional agreement signed by both parties.
7.3 Termination of the present Agreement in unilateral procedure is possible only in cases stipulated by the current legislation of the Russian Federation, or by court order.
8. Final Provisions
8.1. The present Agreement shall enter into force upon signature of the present Agreement and the Act of the Work transfer and acceptance by both Parties.

8.2. The present Agreement is effective until the Parties fulfill their obligations.
8.3. In all the cases not provided for by the present Agreement the Parties shall be governed by the applicable laws of the current legislation of the Russian Federation.
8.4. The present Agreement is made in two copies of the same content and the same legal force, one for each of the Parties.
